Tax increment financing and tax-
exempt bonds are two tools under consideration to help bring a team 
to DC.   “We must show baseball that the demand is clearly here and 
that we are ready, willing and able to support a team in DC!” stated 
Brazil. 
 
 

Klingle Road to Become Recreational Trail 
 
After a decade of debate and study, Klingle Road will remain closed 
to vehicular traffic and transformed into a recreational trail for 
pedestrians and bikers.  “It just didn’t make financial sense, at this 
point, to reopen this small stretch of road,” stated Brazil.  Repair 
and maintenance costs were estimated at $5 million dollars.   “And 
there are much less expensive ways to improve traffic flow, such as 
the calibrating the traffic lights, that can help ease congestion 
without a significant financial investment,” he continued. 
 
 
Stanley Jackson Nomination Approved by 
Committee 
The Committee on Economic Development approved the 
nomination of Stanley Jackson as the Director of the DHCD.  Mr. 
Jackson is a long-term resident of the District of Columbia.  He 
received a Bachelors Degree in Business Administration from the University of North Carolina at 
Fayetteville and completed graduate courses in Business Administration at Howard University.  



He also completed an “Executive training” program at Harvard University.   
 
In 1981, he began serving as an analyst for the District of Columbia government in the Office of 
the Tax and Revenue (OTR).  He served in several capacities within OTR, including Division 
Chief for the Investigations and Collections Division, as Chief Tax Enforcement Officer, Chief 
of Assessment Services for the Real Property Division, and Director of Customer Service 
Administration.  Mr. Jackson also served as Chief of Staff for the Chief Financial Officer from 
May of 2000 until his appointment as Acting Director of DHCD.  “Mr. Jackson is up to the 
challenge, and I am certain he will be a good steward for the DHCD,” stated Brazil. 
 
Milton Bailey Nomination Approved by Committee 
 
The Committee on Economic Development approved the nomination of Milton Bailey as the 
Director of the HFA. Mr. Bailey served the District government in several key positions in the 
prior 20 years. He began his career in public service in 1982 as an employee in the District of 
Columbia Industrial Revenue Bond (IRB) program.  Between 1991 and 1993 he served as 
Associate Vice President for Public Finance for Legg Mason Wood Walker, an investment 
banking firm.  In 1993, Mr. Bailey became Deputy Director of the Department of Housing and 
Community Development.  Then, in 1994 Mr. Bailey became Executive Director of the HFA.  
During his tenure at HFA the agency established a “One-Stop Buyer Education, Financial 
Counseling and Mortgage Lending Center” in the agency’s Home Resource Center.  
 
During the confirmation hearing, Mr. Bailey stated that it was his expectation that during Fiscal 
Year 2002 HFA would help families and individuals to finance the purchase of at least 500 
homes.  He also stated that the HFA would develop rehabilitation loan programs that encourage 
the reclamation of vacant housing.  “Mr. Bailey is the right person to ensure that the HFA 
remains an efficient and effective tool for delivering affordable housing.  It is a privilege to 
welcome him to his new position,” Brazil stated.
